NAPLAN Reports

NAPLAN reports for Year 3 and 5 students were sent home last week. These reports provide a
snapshot of student progress across a range of skill areas. Please speak with your child’s classroom
teacher if you require any clarification regarding this report.

| have been busily analysing all the student data, including report card marks (A-E data), NAPLAN and
other testing results to identify areas of need and more importantly students that require assistance so
that they are able to reach their full potential. We are very lucky at Capella State School, in that we
have teachers that have a wealth of knowledge and experience that can be utilised to ensure that
every child succeeds.

| am pleased to announce that our results in a number of NAPLAN areas indicate that the students at
Capella State School are achieving results similar to the national cohort. Capella State School had two
main priority areas in 2017 — Reading and Numeracy. With this in mind | am very pleased to announce
that in Numeracy all students in Years 3 & 5 were above National Minimum Standard (NMS) achieving
100%, and in Reading Year 3 100% and Year 5 91% above NMS. The results obtained in both
Reading and Numeracy for NMS were similar to the national cohort. The progress over the past twelve
months has been pleasing and this indicates that we are yielding more than 12 months growth out of
12 months input. What does this mean to our school you may ask? This means that the hard work and
effort put in by all members of staff to ensure that the needs of all students are met is having a positive
impact on student results. | am exceptionally proud of the school and the work that the teachers,
students and families are doing to ensure our students have the best possible opportunities to achieve
success throughout their schooling journey.

When students report incidences to teachers on duty, they shall be checking that students’ have
followed the High Five process before reporting the incident. This will ensure a consistency of practice
and the upskilling of students in relation to the process. Using the High Five steps will assist all
students, as it empowers them to take control of the situation and ensure that all students at Capella
State School are playing safely and following the rules. Parents please talk with your children re this
process and as a united team, we can ensure a successful implementation of the High Five program.
